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In this two-year demonstration project, Florida State University's GeoLib Program, within the
Florida Resources and Environmental Analysis Center, partnering with FSU's Information
Use Management and Policy Institute, is developing a nationwide public library database
system linked to adigital base map, that will include data sets from the US Census and the
National Center for Educational Statistics. The database will provide consolidated
information on public libraries nationwide and make it easily accessible over the Internet.
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
