Automating Assignment of Pro Licenses

When automating this workflow, you will always want to include both a valid token in your request as well as specify the format the response should be returned in. Additional required parameters are listed in tables below the requests.
You can either hard code your URL Key, or determine the URL Key from a self-call

Determine the ID of your ArcGIS Pro listing 
Use the following request to determine the itemId of the listing with the title ArcGIS Pro:
